FROM NANCY SUTTON:   
 Hello all --   
     I’ve heard reports from a couple sources that Re-
gion 5 can not afford to authorize clothing vouchers 
due to our budget situation.  This is not accurate.   
      Our service budget is in good shape this year 
and we can authorize all necessary services for a 
family based on the assessed needs of the fam-
ily.  This includes clothing vouchers for children.   
     We are being fiscally conservative, so please do 
your homework to assess if a clothing voucher is 
needed.  But if you believe it is, please submit your 
request.  We do have an obligation to remediate the 
neglect children have received and should make 
sure they have sufficient clothing that fits them and 
is appropriate for the season.   
     Our budget challenges are in the administrative 
area – salaries, office supplies, copying paper 
etc.  This is the area where we must exercise seri-
ous restraint.   
 The good news is that if our client families and chil-
dren need it, your request is likely to get a positive 
response.   
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Window Blind Cords in Foster Homes               
Window blind cords will be included in the home inspec-
tion as one possible safety hazard under WAC 388-148-
0155:  
 

What physical structure safety requirements must my 
home or facility meet? 
 

You must keep the equipment and the physical structures 
in your home or facility safe and clean for the children 
you serve…. 
 

The U.S. Consumer Product Safety Commission (CPSC) 
identified window coverings with cords as one of the top 
five hidden hazards in the home. About once a month, a 
child between 7 months and 10 years old dies from win-
dow cord strangulation and another child suffers a near 
strangulation.  
 

CPSC recommends the use of cordless window cover-
ings in all homes where children live or visit.  
 

As part of the Foster Home Inspection, licensors wi ll  
 

¨ Provide foster parents with information about basic 
window cord safety  

¨ Inform licensees that pull cords AND inner cords 
looping can create a danger when children insert 
their heads through the loop, creating a choking haz-
ard. 

¨ Remind licensee that children can climb on cribs, 
beds, and furniture placed close to the windows to 
gain access to the cords.  

¨ Give licensees guidance to make loose cords on the 
front, side or back of the blind inaccessible. 

¨ If the window shade has looped bead chains or nylon 

Here are some tips for  
Foster Parents and Relatives:  

 

Treat the bio parents with respect.  This helps the 
child and ultimately benefits the foster parents. 
 

Remember the children aren’t yours and therefore 
have rules that don’t apply to your children.  Check 
with the social worker or licensor about what age to 
leave a child home alone, what age can they go to 
the store alone, are they allowed on the roof, can 
they use sharp tools, etc. 
 

If the plan is adoption don’t change the child’s name 
until the child is legally free.  This can be used 
against you by the bio parent and the child can be moved, 
if it is felt that you are trying to sabotage reunification. 
 

Don’t tell the rate assessor that you spent more hours 
working with the child than there are hours in the month. 
 

Feel free to add more if you can think of any.  These are 
things that I deal with that can cause allegations.

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Free Pass to Summer Fun in Washington State Parks 
 
Children’s Administration’s licensed foster parents and unlicensed caregivers 
accompanied by foster children in their care are now able to receive free passes 
to Washington state parks and campsites. Families will still be required to pay a 

reservation fee, but the overnight camping fee is waived. 
The free admission policy is the result of Senate Bill 5010 passed in the 2008 
legislature that allows for reduced price or free passes for qualifying seniors, 
people with disabilities, and Children’s Administration’s foster parents and 
unlicensed caregivers accompanied by foster children. Beginning on May 23, 
2008, these families will be able to gain free use of campsites and free 
admission to most state parks in Washington. 
At the entrance of each state park, Children’s Admi nistration licensed  
foster parents will need to provide: 
• Foster home license or foster parent identification card, and 
• Valid driver’s license. 
Please contact your licensor if you would like a foster parent identification card. 
Children’s Administration unlicensed caregivers wil l need to provide: 
• Caregiver identification card, and 
• Valid driver’s license. 
Please contact Michael Luque’, Foster Care and Kinship Care Program Manager at 360-902-7986/ 
lumi300@dshs.wa.gov to receive a caregiver identification card. 
Just a reminder: While the overnight camping fee is waived, there is a reservation fee. Specific 
sites may have additional site fees as well.

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Resources to Support Sibling Visits �� 
Mileage and Activities:  
CA can reimburse you ( 
up to twice per month ) up to $7.50 (per child per visit) for a child’s activities that take place during 
visits with siblings. Examples of things we can pay for: 
Admission to sports activities, museums, parks, etc. / Snacks or meals  / Classes  
• Mileage for one round trip per visit will be reimbursed.  
How to Get Reimbursed:  
1. Keep a receipt for activities you want (reimbursement) payment for (up to $7.50 per child per visit 
maximum twice per month).  
2. Complete the mileage reimbursement form, DSHS #-7-079, using code (1) for mileage and code 
(8) for the activity reimbursement. Attach the (original) receipt to your mileage form and send it to 
your social worker or CA office. A sample form will be available on the foster parent website.  
Reimbursement is only for:  
• The child’s activities, CA cannot reimburse a caregiver when they participate in an activity, or for 
other children in their care.  
• Siblings placed apart, not siblings placed together.
